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Abstract

The purposes of this research about inequality in Thai accenis are; (1) to understand
language mechanism, which is a tool of power that causes the inequality through Thainess and
accents in Thai. (2) to study or realize the existence of language discourse which causes the
inequality in Thai society. (3) to create media art that reflects the idea of ‘language is a tool of
power’. The research adopted the concept ideas of language accent, power, discourse, pationalism,
and othermness, focusing on various Thai pronunciation accents in Thailand. The research studies
through national anthem singing, which is a tool of Thainess discourse. The interview focused on
the sample group of 12 speaking various different accents. Separated by accent-affected matters,
such as hometown, age, gender, and position or social status. After the information analyze, it is
found that the authority has created the concept idea about Thainess to normalize the society’s
thought towards Thainess. The suthority’s Thainess concept idea creation causes the line between
Thainess and non-Thainess through education system and medias which are completely operated by
the authority itself. Therefore, being outside of Thainess border devalues others’ identities. It is also
found that the authority forces people to surrender to government by follow its rules to conserve
Thainess and abandon identities. It is possible that diversity will be faded and finally vanished.
National anthem singing activity is one of the authority’s created tools to normalize the society. It
also reflects on behavioral changes of society towards it. All the ideas and focused points in this
research are the accent guided by leader who directs and corrects odds and differences. The process

bave been processing intensively for long enough to make people absorb and forget to question the



occurred inequalities, contribute to society deference, which strengthen the discourse, and weaken
courage to be different. However, still, different identities undeniably express their need to exist in

public.
